Certification Information 
What is the difference between the certification exams offered by PMI (PMP and CAPM)?
From the Prometrics website (http://www.prometric.com/PMI/default.htm), here is a very simple description:
"PMP
The PMP examination is comprised of 200 multiple-choice questions. Of the 200 questions, 25 questions are considered pretest questions. Pretest questions do not affect the candidate's score and are used in examinations as an effective and legitimate way to increase the number of future PMP examination questions. The pretest questions are randomly placed throughout the exam.
The allotted time to complete the examination is four hours. The four-hour examination is preceded by a 15-minute computer tutorial, which is not part of the allotted four hours.
CAPM
The CAPM examination is comprised of 150 multiple-choice questions. Of the 150 questions, 15 questions are considered pretest questions. Pretest questions do not affect the candidate's score and are used in examinations as an effective and legitimate way to increase the number of future CAPM examination questions. The pretest questions are randomly placed throughout the exam.
The allotted time to complete the examination is three hours. The three-hour examination is preceded by a 15-minute computer tutorial, which is not part of the allotted three hours.
The Handbook contains examinee policies and procedures that all certification candidates are bound by and must adhere to. It is imperative that all candidates read the applicable handbook before pursuing certification."
